Depending upon the medical plan,

members will either have a two

tier copay/coinsurance prescription

drug plan or a discount card which

allows members to get prescriptions

at Aetna’s discounted rates.

Glossary

Plan Coinsurance

The percentage dollar amount of

covered health care services that

a member must pay for care after

satisfying the calendar year deductible.

Calendar Year Deductible

The amount of covered health care

services that a member pays each

calendar year before benefits are paid.

Calendar Year Out-of-Pocket Maximum

The limit on the amount of coinsurance

a member is required to pay for covered

health care services in a calendar year.

Lifetime Maximum

The maximum dollar amount that

will be paid for a member in his or her

lifetime for covered health care services.

Primary Care Physician

A general practice, internal medicine or

pediatric physician who participates in

the health plan’s network and serves as

the member’s main point of contact for

medical care and initiates referrals for

specialty care.

Specialist

A physician who provides medical

care in a medical or surgical

specialty or subspecialty. For

example, an allergist, dermatologist,

or OB/GYN.

Preventive Care

Routine health care services that

help maintain good health and

are meant to detect early signs

of disease.

Outpatient Services

Medical care provided in an

outpatient hospital setting or freestanding

facility which doesn’t

require an overnight stay(s).

Inpatient Hospital Services

Health care services provided to a

member while in a hospital facility

which require an overnight stay(s).

Outpatient Surgery

Operation performed in an

outpatient hospital setting or

free-standing facility to treat

an illness or injury without an

overnight stay.
